Congress returns to Washington this year to complete the second session of the 108th Congress.  Will charitable giving legislation again take center stage? Ellen Dadisman, Vice President of Government and Media Relations, Council on Foundations, where her focus is to facilitate a constructive dialogue between grantmaking foundations and their external audiences, particularly policymakers and the media. 
As a vice president at Manning Selvage & Lee public relations/Washington, Dadisman worked for the Ford Foundation, primarily on the Innovations in American Government Awards program.  She managed Michael Jordan’s launch of the “Jordan Fundamentals” grants program, the unveiling of GM’s trunk release latch designed to prevent child deaths from trunk entrapment, and the public relations activities of the Martin Luther King, Jr. Memorial Foundation. Before joining MS&L, Dadisman spent 14 years advising political officials on communications strategy and representing them before the news media and the public.

From 1994-1998, she served as communications director for the Democratic members of the House Committee on Ways and Means during the consideration of President Clinton's health care reform proposal, the Uruguay Round of the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade (GATT), the tax cuts and welfare reform provisions of the “Contract with America,” Medicare reform, the 1997 Tax Relief Act, and the Africa Trade bill.  She began her career in communications and public policy, working with Bob Graham and Lawton Chiles of Florida.
