Although many of you may know your legislators as friends and neighbors, or visit them and their staff here at home, Foundations On The Hill gives you the opportunity to educate their Washington staff - the individuals who provide direct support for legislative activity in the House and the Senate - and make them aware of the effects of legislation on private philanthropy.  This activity is completely legal under current laws governing private foundations.
